ERRATA FOR TITLE INDEX TO DAOIST COLLECTIONS

Title Index to Daoist Collections (Three Pines Press, 2002) is a catalogue of texts as they
appear in various Daoist collections. It provides a title index not only to the Zhengtong
daozang iE %38 j& (Daoist Canon of the Zhengtong Reign; dat. 1444-1445) and Xu
daozang #5143 (Supplement to the Daoist Canon; dat. 1607), the standard textual
collections for Daoist Studies, but also to seven other important collections of Daoist
texts. These include the Dunhuang ¥ }2 manuscripts (abbr. DH), Daozang jiyao & i %5
% (Collected Essentials of the Daoist Canon; abbr. IY), Daozang jinghua lu & s 4% 3%
4% (Record of Essential Blossoms of the Daoist Canon; abbr. JHL), Daozang jinghua &
st # (Essential Blossoms of the Daoist Canon; abbr. JH), Zangwai daoshu 4 & Z
(Daoist Texts Outside the Canon; abbr. ZW), and Qigong yangsheng congshu 8,31 & %
# Z (Collected Works on Qigong and Nourishing Life Practices; abbr. QYC). An
appendix catalogues the Daozang xubian i 4% % (Supplementary Collection of the
Daoist Canon; abbr. XB).

With regard to the Zhengtong daozang, this volume contains a combined title index using
the numbers of the Concordance du Tao-tsang (abbr. CT/DZ), Daozang zimu yinde 18 ji,
F B 3]4F: Combined Indices to the Authors and Titles of Books in Two Collections of
Taoist Literature (abbr. HY), Daozang tiyao 1 3% % (Descriptive Notes on the Daoist
Canon; abbr. TY), fascicle-based system (abbr. TT/fasc.), and the volume and page
number of each text as it appears in the Wenwu 36-volume edition, which is currently
accessible on the Daoist Studies Website (www.daoiststudies.org/daozang/index.php).
For the seven other Daoist collections, this book offers the first title index with a
standardized numbering system that parallels those used in citing the Zhengtong daozang.
The importance of these catalogues for the field of Daoist Studies, dominated by a textual
approach focusing solely on the Ming-dynasty Daoist Canon, has been underappreciated
by a number of myopic reviews.
